The Holy Gospel ~Mark 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23 (Standing)

Deacon:  'The Holy Gospel of our Lotd Jesus Christ according to Mark.
Pegple:  Glory to you, Lord Christ.

When the Pharisees and some of the scribes who had come from Jerusalem gathered around him, they
noticed that some of his disciples were eating with defiled hands, that is, without washing them. (For the
Pharisees, and all the Jews, do not eat unless they thoroughly wash their hands, thus observing the tradition
of the elders; and they do not eat anything from the market unless they wash it; and there are also many other
traditions that they observe, the washing of cups, pots, and bronze kettles.) So the Pharisees and the scribes
asked him, “Why do your disciples not live according to the tradition of the elders, but eat with defiled
hands?” He said to them, “Isaiah prophesied rightly about you hypocrites, as it is written, “This people honors
me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me; in vain do they worship me, teaching human precepts as
doctrines.” You abandon the commandment of God and hold to human tradition.” Then he called the crowd
again and said to them, “Listen to me, all of you, and understand: there is nothing outside a person that by
going in can defile, but the things that come out are what defile.” For it is from within, from the human heart,
that evil intentions come: fornication, theft, murder, adultery, avarice, wickedness, deceit, licentiousness, envy,
slander, pride, folly. All these evil things come from within, and they defile a person.”

The Renewal of Baptismal Vows

Priest:  Through the Paschal mystery, dear friends, we are buried with Christ by Baptism into his death, and
raised with him to newness of life. I call upon you, therefore, to renew the solemn promises and vows of

Holy Baptism, by which we once renounced Satan and all his works, and promised to serve God faithfully in
his holy Catholic Church.

Priest: Do you reaffirm your renunciation of evil and renew your commitment to Jesus Christ?
People: 1 do.

Priest: - Do you believe in God the Father?
People: 1 believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Priest: - Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

People: 1 believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the power of the
Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died,
and was buried. He descended to the dead. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into

heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the living and
the dead.

Priest: Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?
People: 1 believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.

Priest: Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in the



prayers?
People: 1 will, with God’s help.

Priest: Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and return to the
Lord?
People: T will, with God’s help.

Priest: - Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ?
People: 1 will, with God’s help.

Priest: Wil you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself?
People: 1 will, with God’s help.

Priest:  Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every human
being?
People: 1 will, with God’s help.
